Board Member Reports: 
The AZLAQ Board of Directors held their November Board Meeting on November  8th, 2006. 

Those attending included:  Louise Mansolillo, Judy Taylor, Shari Lillywhite, Karen Jenkins, Janice Bahrt and Kathy 
Schneider.  Absent: Lorrie Meek. 

 

President, Louise Mansolillo called the meeting to order. The minutes of the September Board Meeting were read by Judy 
Taylor as Lorrie Meek was not in attendance. The minutes were approved as read. 
 

Old Business:   
 Slate of Officers— Ballots for the Election of Officers will be prepared by Kathy Schneider and distributed 
at the General Meeting.   Space will be provided for write in candidates. 

 President’s Challenge—There are currently 12 entries for the President’s Challenge Quilt Show (10 for 
judging and 2 for display only).   It was decided that the presentation of ribbons would be made at the meeting. Addi-
tional logistics for the Challenge were discussed. 

 Karen McTavish Classes— At the President’s request, AZLAQ members were asked to indicate their 
willingness to take Karen McTavish’s classes.  We received 23 responses and accordingly, Karen was notified and the 
classes were scheduled.  To date, we only have 3 signed up for the Wednesday class, 5 for the Thursday and 3 for the 
Friday class.  Louise and Judy will divide the list  and contact  those members who had indicated they would take the 
class and have not done so to date.    
 

New Business:  
 Membership Renewals—It was discussed that renewals for both AZLAQ and AQG will be due no later 
than December 31st, 2006.  Kathy Schneider agreed to sit at the entrance table and collect such renewals. 

 Bylaws—The reviewed and revised Bylaws were presented.  A copy of the revised Bylaws will be distributed 
to the membership in January.  Karen moved to accept the Bylaws as revised, Shari seconded.  The motion carried.

Of that amount $2,722.50 are 
class deposits for the Karen McTavish classes. That gives AZLAQ a net balance of $3,022.58  The account is in balance. 

Communications: Karen reported that she has sent in an article for the AQG Chatter.  Also, the Karen McTavish 
classes will be posted on the AZLAQ website. 

Ways and Means:  Kathy presented pricing options for coffee mugs which bear the AZLAQ logo. Karen made the 
motion to purchase 50 of the selected mugs.  Shari seconded.  The motion carried.
